Tim Lautzenheiser began his teaching career at Northern Michigan
University. He then moved to the University of Missouri, and from there to
New Mexico State University. During that time, Tim developed highly
acclaimed groups in both instrumental and vocal music.

Tim presently serves as Senior Vice President of Education for
Conn-Selmer, Inc. He is a nationally recognized voice touting the
importance of arts education for every child.

His books, produced by G.I.A. Publications, Inc., continue to be
bestsellers in the educational community. He is also co-author of popular
band method, Essential Elements, as well as the Senior Educational
Consultant for Hal Leonard, Inc.

Dr. John Pasquale
An international conductor, author, and lecturer, Dr. John D. Pasquale, holds the
Donald R. Shepherd Professorship in Conducting at the University of Michigan. He
serves as Director of the Michigan Marching and Athletic Bands, Associate
Director of University Bands, and Associate Professor of Conducting. In this
position, he directs and oversees the athletic band program, is the conductor of
the University Band, guest conductor with the Symphony Band, Symphony Band
Chamber Winds, and Concert Band, and teaches classes in rehearsal pedagogy.

Blasmusikverbände e.V. Musikakademie in Staufen, Germany.

Dr. Pasquale is in demand as a conductor, clinician, pedagogue, and adjudicator in
band and orchestra programs throughout Europe, Asia, and the United States.

Brett graduated from Eastern New Mexico University with a Bachelor of
Music Education degree in 1980. He then began his teaching career in
Nucla, CO, teaching grades 5-12. After two years he left to attend
Western State College in Gunnison where he received his Master of Arts
in Music and was a graduate assistant. After that, Brett spent three years
in Cedaredge. CO, teaching grades 6-12 where his concert bands and
jazz bands consistently received superior ratings, while the marching
bands placed in the top 5. After a one-year stint in Ruidoso, New Mexico,
Mr. Argo returned to Colorado to teach in Dolores, where he taught
grades 6-12, for 4 years. The band grew under his leadership and the
marching band earned three State Championships. Additionally, the
concert and jazz bands consistently received Superior ratings.

In 1992, Brett moved to Grand Junction, CO where he taught at East
Middle School and assisted with the Grand Junction High School
marching band. His concert bands and jazz bands consistently received
Superior ratings and they received the CBA Exemplary Band award 15
times during his tenure at East. In 2009, Mr. Argo moved to the Fruita 8/9

School and assisted with the marching band at Fruita Monument High School. Both the concert bands and jazz
bands at F8/9 consistently received Superior ratings at both CBA Regional Festivals and the Colorado West
Music Festival with the Ninth Grade Symphonic Band being named as the Outstanding Ensemble in its class in
2018. The bands at Fruita 8/9 received the CBA Exemplary Band Award 10 times.

Brett is a member of CBA—where he served as West Slope representative and Executive Secretary, is a member
of ASBDA—where he served as Region 1 Secretary and State Secretary/Treasurer, is a member of CMEA –
where he served as District 7 Instrumental Representative and received a 25 Years of Service Award, is a
member of Phi Beta Mu, and is a lifetime member to both Kappa Kappa Psi and Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia. Mr. Argo
has also served as a clinician and adjudicator for numerous festivals in Colorado and New Mexico.

Brett has been married to his wife Mary since 1982 and they have an adult son, Shawn. They currently live in
Grand Junction and love taking time to visit the National Parks. After 40 years in music education, Brett retired at
the end of the 2021 school year.
